Desert Christian High School (DCHS) opened its danr1986 following two years of planning
and praying by four core families who envisionegluality Christian high school on the east side
of Tucson.

Believing that God was using them to accomplishg ‘things,” these families stepped out in
faith and commitment. In space rented from Chrisin@unity Church, the high school opened
its doors with just 23 students in grades 9 andab@ a combined full and part-time staff of
seven.

In 1991, with an enroliment approaching 100 stuslesmdd outgrowing the facilities at Christ
Community Church, DCHS moved to the facilities o by EI Camino Baptist Church.
Following God’s leading, the Board of Trustees exqel the school by adding the Middle
School in early 2000 and the Elementary SchooDip42

Again led by God, our current property was purcase7525 E. Speedway and the campus
opened in 2001. The site presently houses the middhool and high school while the

elementary school, still at the EI Camino Baptistu€h site, plans to build a future and

permanent K-8th grade campus at Wrightstown andisder.

Important Facts

Individual taxpayers can fund scholarshigpel receive an offsetting Arizortaition
tax credit when they make a contribution to a registered 8choition Organization
(STO). However, businesses (regardless of formhpattake advantage of this
opportunity, only individuals.

An Arizonatax credit (as opposed to a tax deduction) is subtracted thenincome
tax owed to (or withheld by) the state of Arizona.

This dollar-for-dollar tax credit cannot exceed $1000, nor can it exceed one’s total
Arizona tax liability (if that liability is less #in $1000). Married individuals who file
separate returns are entitled to a maximum taxta&8500, and single filers or
head-of-households can receive a maximum credb00. Any unutilized credits
may be carried forward for up to the next five taleayears.

In addition to receiving the Arizortax credit, a taxpayer can also claim a tax
deduction on his/her federal return for a contifiuto an STO. Contributions in
excess of the aforementioned limits may be takateaszed deductions on both
state and federal returns.

Contributions may be designated for Desert ChnsBahools, or specifically for
DCHS, DCMS, or DCES.

Contributors may also recommend their contributma specific student. This is
called a “recommended contribution” and qualifiesthe tax credit. There is no
financial qualifying for the students’ family wheimis is done. However, if a
taxpayer recommends his/her own child, he/she dargeive the Arizona tax credit.

The Institute for Better Education (IBE) is a 5018¢ tax exempt, nonprofit
organization and a qualified STO. IBE has workedyeffectively with Desert
Christian for almost ten years. (If a contributbposes to use another STO, he/she
can still designate Desert Christian.)

Hats, bandannas, athletic headbands, and seaglage not to be worn in the classroom.

Baseball-style caps are to be worn with thefbillvard only and not inside a building.
